The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm.  Chair Mike Mulas, Craig Jacobsen, Mike Sangiacomo, and Carolyn Wasem (via Zoom) were present.

5. FINANCIAL REPORT
Chair Mulas reported that the NBWD account has $ 19,021.07.  Chair Mulas asked for approval of the Financial Report.  Director  Wasem made a motion to approve the Financial Report.  Director Sangiacomo seconded the motion. The August 2025 Financial Report was unanimously approved. 
6. ITEMS FOR CONSIDERATION
Item 1.  Update from District Lawyer, Richard Idell
Counselor Idell had nothing to report.
Item 2:  Report of Director Mike Sangiacomo on Sonoma Valley GSA  
The Sonoma Valley GSA Board of Directors has not held a meeting since the last NBWD Board meeting. The next meeting of the GSA will be held on October 27th. 

Director Sangiacomo briefly discussed the Flow Smart and regional monitoring well system that has been developed by the Sonoma Valley GSA.

Staff reported that there has been broad interest in the Flow Smart program. Those willing to participate represent a good spatial and water sector distribution. Majority of the sign-ups are within the priority areas. The staff is selecting and ordering flowmeters with installation planned for this summer. 

The regional groundwater monitoring program is adding two new wells dedicated to multi-level monitoring groundwater levels that will replace two voluntary domestic wells that currently serve that purpose. Existing data demonstrates a long-term decline. The GSA lost access to one monitoring well due to landowner change. The GSA is looking for another site that would be ideally located between the Baylands and inland wells. The goal of that proposed well is to monitor saline movement that could impact inlands wells.

Item 3:  Report of Director Carolyn Wasem on Petaluma Valley GSA 
The Sonoma Valley GSA held a meeting on June 26th. Its next meeting will be on September 25th.

Director Wasem briefly discussed the agriculture lands recharge program that the staff is hoping to implement.  Jackson Family Wines is participating in a pilot project on one of its vineyards in the Santa Rosa Plain. The project will compare recharge capacity on both vineyards planted lands and fallowed lands.

Advisor Bundschu reported that the Advisory Committee had not met since May 20th, with the next meeting scheduled for September 16th.   There will items to report at the November NBWD meeting.
