6. ITEMS FOR CONSIDERATION
Item 1.  Update from District Lawyer, Richard Idell
With the exception of scheduling a time to discuss elections, which would include Directors Sangiacomo and Stornetta, Counselor Idell had nothing to report.
           
Item 2: Report of Director Mike Sangiacomo on Sonoma Valley GSA (SVGSA)
The last meeting of the SVGSA was held on March 30th. The next meeting of the SVGSA will be held on June 22nd. 

Director Sangiacomo reported that while there was no GSA meeting since the last NBWD meeting, a breakout discussion that prioritized areas within the boundaries of the Sonoma Valley GSA was held.   The consensus is that the Board for the GSA, working with stakeholders in the agriculture community, needs to provide solutions or develop a plan for areas with declining groundwater levels.  The plan is likely to be very agriculture centric. The plan continues to focus on a 15% voluntary reduction in water use across the basin. Ongoing conversations continue with the Sonoma County Farm Bureau (Farm Bureau) regarding Farm Bureau’s willingness to keep agriculture’s information on water use.  
Recycled water is also likely to be part of the solution – with a particular focus on the A St. E area.  The GSA is soliciting people to take and/or store the recycled water.   There is not an existing pipe, but work has been done in preparation – from a decade ago - that should facilitate participation.   
ERA Economics LLC, under contract with the SVGSA, is working to better understand the ramifications of proposed policies to groundwater users within the basin.  ERA Economics is asking the right questions.
Director Sangiacomo shared that a follow-up breakout discussion would take place on Thursday the 14th of May.
Chair Mulas asked if anyone was pushing back on reductions and reporting parameters?
Director Sangiacomo responded that there has not been any real push-back.  The program is voluntary.  The goal is to put together a packet for the State Water Board that demonstrates our efforts at addressing declining groundwater within areas of our basin. 
Director Jacobsen praised Director Sangiacomo’s efforts at encouraging agriculture to find solutions. 
Director Sangiacomo said it was getting tougher to get input with growing season fast approaching. 
Item 3: Report of Director Carolyn Wasem on Petaluma Valley GSA (PVGSA)
The last meeting of the PVGSA was held on March 26th. The next meeting of the SVGSA will be held on June 25th. 
Director Wasem shared that she had nothing to report. 

Item 4: Report of Advisor Debbie Lammers
Not present.

Item 5: Report of Advisor Eugene Camozzi  
Advisor Camozzi shared that he had nothing to report.   The next meeting of the PVGSA Advisory Committee will be held on May 27th.  

Item 6: Report of Mike Martini, Technical Advisor
Not present. Advisor Martini emailed the report below:

The Sonoma County Board of Supervisors is holding the state mandatory Truth Act Hearing where the Sheriff will be reporting on collaboration with federal agencies related to immigration status. The Sheriff has taken a balanced approach following state law and protecting public safety by addressing those who have been convicted of serious felonies.  The Sanctuary Activists are asking for zero collaboration.  There are members of the business and ag communities that will be supporting the policy adopted by the Board and the Sheriff.
 
On another note, LAFCO denied the application for the creation of a water district in Alexander Valley on a 4-2 vote (1 absent).  They based their denial on their preference for a voter registration district rather than a landowner district.  The applicants provided the required signed petitions, and the Commission would not allow a protest hearing.
 
The proponents are meeting later today to discuss next steps.
